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Two suspected Bangladeshi 
smugglers killed in BSF firing
AGENCIES

AGARTALA: Two individuals, 
suspected to be Bangladeshi 
nationals, were shot and 
killed last night by BSF 
gunfire in the Kamalasagar 
area along the Indo-Bang-
ladesh border in Tripura’s 
Sepahijala district.

According to police, the 
deceased were involved in 
cross-border smuggling and 
attacked the BSF personnel 
when confronted. The BSF 
troops were compelled to 
fire in self-defence, leading to 
the fatalities of two persons at 
the fencing area, while oth-
ers managed to flee into the 
darkness.

The unidentified mid-
dle-aged victims were trans-
ported to Bishalgarh hospital, 
where one was pronounced 
dead upon arrival, and the 
other was referred to Agartala 
Government Medical College 
hospital, but unfortunately 
succumbed to his injuries en 

route, police said.The BSF has 
initiated procedures for the 
identification and repatria-
tion of the bodies in coordi-
nation with their Bangladeshi 
counterparts. Meanwhile, 
the police have commenced 
an investigation to uncover 
their smuggling connections 
within Indian Territory, 

stating, “The victims, along 
with a group, were involved 
in smuggling fish from an 
Indian village to Bangladesh.”

During a night patrol, BSF 
noticed suspicious human 
activities in the Pathariadwar 
area under Kamalasagar 
BOP, later determining that 
a group was discarding pack-

ets on the opposite side of the 
wire fencing, which were sub-
sequently collected by anoth-
er group. When BSF raised 
an alarm, they were met 
with brick-throwing from the 
group, prompting the jawans 
to open fire, resulting in the 
deaths of two individuals, 
police added.

Prominent Naga leader joins NPF
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MALIGAON: In its continued 
commitment towards ef-
ficient freight operations 
and timely transportation 
of essential commodities, 
Northeast Frontier Rail-
way (NFR) has achieved 
a significant milestone in 
freight loading during April 
2026. NFR recorded a total 
freight loading of 0.972 mil-
lion tonnes (MT) during the 
month, registering an im-
pressive 8.6% growth com-
pared to the corresponding 
period of the previous year.

NFR continues to focus on 
technological advancements, 
operational efficiency and 
customer-centric freight 
services to ensure reliable 
transportation and sustained 
growth in freight movement 
in the coming months.

Nine insurgents and drug 
peddlers nabbed in Manipur

IMPHAL: Security forces and 
Manipur Police carried 
out a series of operations 
across the state on May 7 
and 8, leading to the arrest 
of nine active insurgent cad-
res, extortionists and drug 
traffickers, while narcotic 
substances, arms, cash and 
vehicles were seized from 
their possession, police said 
on Saturday.

In an operation con-
ducted on May 7, security 
forces arrested an active 
cadre of KNA (B) from the 
Zou Veng general area 
under Churachandpur 
Police Station. The arrest-
ed Kuki militant was iden-
tified as Lalthangjohn of 
Khaominthang village in 
Churachandpur district. 
Security personnel recovered 
one 9 mm Hawg 9 pistol, one 
pistol magazine, seven live 
rounds of 9 mm ammunition 
and one mobile phone from 
his possession.

In another operation on 
the same day, security forc-
es arrested a woman cadre 
of a militant group from the 
Wangkhei Konung Mamang 
area under Porompat Police 
Station in Imphal East dis-
trict. On May 8, security 
forces arrested a militant 
from Hiyangthang area under 
Wangoi Police Station in 
Imphal West district.

Meanwhile, Manipur 
Police arrested two alleged 
extortionists on May 8 from 
Pangmoul village under 

Gamnom Saparmeina Police 
Station in Kangpokpi dis-
trict. The duo was reported-
ly stopping trucks along the 
route and extorting money 
from drivers. The arrested 
persons were identified as 
Thangjamang Haokip of 
Pangmoul village, Motbung, 
Kangpokpi district, and 
Henminlun alias Boilun 
Misao of Kangchup Ponlien 
village in Kangpokpi district.

In  a  separate  anti -
drug operation on May 8, 
Manipur Police arrested 

one Nehkholun Hangshing 
of K. Sharonphai village 
in Churachandpur district 
from the vicinity of Hiltown 
under Churachandpur Police 
Station. Police recovered 118 
soap cases containing sus-
pected brown sugar weighing 
approximately 1.360 kilogram 
from his possession.

In another major seizure 
on May 7, security forces 
intercepted two vehicles at 
T Khullen Naka Checkpoint 
under Senapati Police Station 
in Senapati district and arrest-
ed three persons involved in 
suspected drug trafficking. 

The arrested individuals 
were identified as K. Dovile 
of Laii village in Senapati dis-
trict, Nemneilhing Haokip of 
Saikul Bazar in Kangpokpi 
district, and her husband 
Hengkhomang Haokip. 
Security forces recovered 99 
soap cases containing sus-
pected brown sugar weigh-
ing around 1.140 kilograms, 
two four-wheeler vehicles 
and cash.

In 
these roles, he has been a 
strong advocate for Naga 
unity, student welfare, the 
Indo-Naga political issue, 
repeal of AFSPA, and the 
broader socio-political aspi-
rations of the Naga people.

On May 7, 2026, K Elu 
Ndang formally announced 
his entry into the NPF, a 
prominent regional party 
committed to Naga cultural 
nationalism, greater autono-
my, and the early resolution 

of the Naga political issue. He 
was appointed as a member of 
the NPF’s Central Executive 
Council (CEC), marking the 
beginning of a new chapter 
in his public service journey.

Expressing deep grati-
tude, Ndang thanked the 
Chief Minister of Nagaland, 
Dr. Neiphiu Rio, and the 
esteemed NPF party lead-
ership for the opportunity 
and trust reposed in him. 
He described his induction 
as an “Unmerited Grace” 

and pledged to contribute 
wholeheartedly towards the 
party’s vision for Naga unity, 
development, and political 
resolution, drawing on his 
extensive experience in grass-
roots mobilisation and tribal 
affairs.

This move is seen as a val-
uable addition to the NPF, 
bringing seasoned leadership 
with a strong focus on youth 
engagement and Naga recon-
ciliation at a time of evolving 
political alignments.

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SHILLONG: Australian High 
Commissioner to India, 
Philip Green, OAM, called 
on Meghalaya Governor 
CH Vijayashankar at Lok 
Bhavan on Friday, with dis-
cussions covering higher 
education, water sports, sus-
tainable development and 
constitutional safeguards 
for tribals.

The meeting was also 
attended by Bernard Lynch, 
Consul General of Australia 
to India, and HC Chaudhary, 
Additional Chief Secretary to 
the Governor.

During the interaction, 
Green appreciated the con-
stitutional safeguards for 
tribals in Meghalaya and

Woman abducted by Kuki militants rescued by Assam Rifl es
AGENCIES

IMPHAL: The Assam Rifles 
stated on Saturday that 
they have rescued a wom-
an abducted by Myanmar 
based Kuki militants.

In an official press release 
issued by the PRO and 
Spokesperson, Ministry of 
Defence, Manipur, Nagaland 
and Southern Arunachal 
Pradesh, stated that the 
Tangkhul woman, identi-
fied as Olina Ningshen, was 
released following concerted 
efforts by the Assam Rifles 
in coordination with intel-
ligence and other agencies.

According to the state-
ment, the woman had 
allegedly been abducted by 
cadres of the Kuki National 
Army-Burma [KNA(B)] and 
Village Volunteers Eastern 
Zone (VVEZ) from Namlee 
village in Kamjong district 
during the recent unrest 
along the Indo-Myanmar bor-
der. The Kuki militants went 
on rampage burning houses, 
destroyed the main market 
area in the Indian side and 

abducted people.
“The release took place 

south of Z Choro village close 
to the incident area under 
the watch of Assam Rifles, 
Intelligence and other agen-
cies,” the release stated.

The Assam Rifles further 
informed that the victim’s 
husband, village headman 
and representatives of civil 
society organisations were 
taken to Humine Thana, 
near Phaikoh and close to 
the handover location, after 
the security forces secured 
the release.

Following the rescue oper-
ation, the family members 
and CSO representatives 
were brought to the Assam 
Rifles unit headquarters at 
Chassad for formal handing 
over and documentation pro-
cedures before returning to 
Khangpat Khunou village.

“In the entire process, all 
details were coordinated at 
minute levels including the 
medical check-up and psy-
chological assistance. Also 
village headman and local 
villagers were appropriately 

trusted and addressed by the 
force,” the statement added.

The Army statement also 
provided details regarding 
the violence that erupted 
in the early hours of May 
7 near Z Choro and oppo-
site Namlee village along 
the Indo-Myanmar border. 
According to the Assam 
Rifles, the volatile situation 
was brought under control 
through immediate interven-
tion by troops despite difficult 
operational conditions in the 
remote border region.

“Acting proactively during 
the incident the Assam Rifles 

deployed multiple rescue 
teams. Ten houses affected 
by the violence were secured 
and civilians were evacuated 
to the nearest safe location,” 
the statement said.

The force further stated 
that fifteen distressed vil-
lagers, including women 
and children, were rescued 
and provided humanitari-
an assistance at the Aloyo 
Assam Rifles camp, while an 
injured woman was adminis-
tered immediate first aid and 
provided medical evacuation 
support.

The Assam Rifles simulta-

neously launched sanitisa-
tion operations in the area 
to prevent further escalation 
and restore stability in the 
region. During subsequent 
search operations, Assam 
Rifles personnel apprehended 
one armed cadre of KNA(B), 
identified as Lal Thag John, 
from Churachandpur dis-
trict. One weapon, a maga-
zine and ammunition were 
recovered from his posses-
sion before he was handed 
over to local police author-
ities.

The security force stated 
that patrols and domination 
operations are continuing 
in other sensitive areas of 
Kamjong district to ensure 
peace and security for resi-
dents living near the porous 
Indo-Myanmar border.

“The force has shown 
unparalleled resilience as 
the incident once again 
highlights the unwavering 
commitment of Assam Rifles 
towards protecting our citi-
zens and maintaining peace 
in North East India,” the 
release added.
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MPHAL: The All Naga Stu-
dents’ Association, Ma-
nipur (ANSAM) strongly 
condemned the “barbaric 
cross-border terrorist ag-
gression perpetrated by the 
nomadic Kuki armed mil-
itants under Suspension 
of Operation (SoO) and 
the foreign Burma-based 
People’s Defence Force 
(PDF) jointly with the Kuki 
National Army-Burma 
(KNA-B) aided by Kuki ref-
ugees upon innocent Naga 
villages along the Indo-My-
anmar frontier in the Kam-
jong area of Ukhrul”. 

The Naga student body 
said the “coordinated 
attacks” which have been 
continuing upon the Naga vil-
lages of TM Kasom, Ringui, 
Thoyee, Sharkaphung, S. 
Laho and Sinakeithei, fol-
lowed by the large-scale 
“armed invasion carried 
out during the early hours 
of May 7, 2026 at Z. Choro, 

Namlee, Wanglee Market and 
Ashang Khullen (KAKA) tar-
nishing the houses into ashes 
had exposed their unlawful 
deliberate campaign of 
organised terror calculated 
to terrorise indigenous peo-
ple of the land to fulfill their 
wild immaginary dream of 
Zalengam based on the fab-
ricated stories and lopsided 
history, orchestrated with 
the hidden hands sponsor-
ing Kuki mercenaries to 
suppress the inherent birth 
rights of the Naga people 
in our God given ancestral 
land”. Following which they 
carried out another brutal 
attack upon Sinakeithei 
villagers again on the same 
day at around 12:30 pm from 
the Lungter hill range with 
indiscriminate gunfire 
fatally injuring an innocent 
villager sustaining multiple 
gunshot wounds during the 
attack, the ANSAM added.

“These crimes violating 
the international human 
rights have been continuing 

in the Naga soil of Kamjong 
areas and Ukhrul district in 
Manipur state following the 
illegal intrusion of hundreds 
of heavily armed KNA-B 
militants: and Kuki PDF in 
coordination with the Kuki 
refugees from Myanmar who 
were taking temporary shel-
ter in our land due to unrest 
violence in Myanmar, where 
the illegal armed foreigners 
and Kuki armed militants 
under SoO have been con-
tinuously launching indis-
criminate gunfire, bombing, 
coordinated assaults from 
multiple directions”, the 
Naga student body also said. 

Their “hilarious crime” of 
burning down and destroy-
ing the civilian habitations 
of the landowners “under the 
nose of the Indian security 
forces exposed an intolera-
ble collapse and negligence in 
duty of Indian security forc-
es deployed there to protect 
the people and defend the 
land, with its biased actions 
highly questionable and 

suspicious whether they 
are working hand in gloves 
with those perpetrators”, the 
Naga student body further 
said. “Disturbingly, combat 
drones were illegally utilised 
by them for bombing during 
the attack and the execution 
of armed operations, there-
by escalating the scale and 
sophistication of terror 
inflicted upon defenceless 
civilian populations”, the 
ANSAM further alleged. The 
Naga student body also said 
the “systematic” burning and 
destruction of houses were 
carried out with the active 
involvement of “refugee 
elements” taking shelter in 
the affected regions, thereby 
deepening the gravity of the 
humanitarian and security 
crisis. 

Women, children, and 
elderly villagers were forced 
to flee into forests and wil-
dernesses under horrifying 
conditions of terror, displace-
ment, and devastation, the 
Naga student body also said.
